Thank you all so much for keeping our family in prayer. We want to take some time now to update you all on
some of the requests that we have sent to you over the past few weeks.

Land Purchase: We had found suitable parcels in the town nearby but as that door is now closed we are
praying about actually purchasing property here in the town that we live. One parcel of property is around
$600 to $1,000!! Continue to keep this in prayer!

Sahara's Friend:  The woman whose husband beat her is still in need of our prayers. Her husband actually
admitted to Sahara the other day what he does for work! There was no shame in it at all. He said it was a
quick way to make money so that he didn't have to work hard! Wow! Please continue to pray for this family
and for us as we seek the wisdom of God in what our involvement should be!

New Urgent Prayer Need: Recently a woman and her twin babies came to our house. This woman had
gone to the local clinic because her children were very sick. The doctor there took one look at them and then
told her that they needed immediate attention. This woman has no resources whatsoever to help her chil-
dren. The doctor told her to come to us to see if we would be able to help her.Her twin boys are three and a
half months old. They are named Seck and Kebar.

It was heart stopping to see them. The smallest one, Kebar, was literally on his last breath. He cannot weigh
more than 6 Ibs. His breathing was extremely rapid and his skin was leathery and he had the look of a very
old man. Needless to say Thursday was a long day for usThe woman is the second wife of a man who is
about 65 years old. This woman cannot be anymore than 27 years old. They rarely know their exact

age. What she does know, is that she was given to her husband before she had even gone through puber-
ty. She has been pregnant 14 times and only 9 of these children are living, including the twin boys. It is an
extreme situation. We immediately began rehydration treatments. Thankfully Sahara had brought back two
bottles with her this time. Bottles here are $5 a piece! The woman did not have the ability to breastfeed her
children.

We are so thankful for everyone's prayers for the twin baby boys who are in critical condition. We want to
update everyone on their condition. Chris has made two more trips to the hospital where Kebar is being
treated. The doctor there is extremely thankful for all the help that we are able to give. He is also very re-
spectful. They are doing everything that they can for this little baby.

The other twin, Seck, had been at our house until yesterday. We had been caring for him for a week. He is
regaining his strength and is getting very active! He is adorable and his little face is so full of expression... we
never tire of holding him and praying for his young life. One of the hardest things we have done yet was to
watch him leave yesterday on a donkey cart not knowing exactly what kind of continued care he would be re-
ceiving. We will definitely be making trips to visit him at his home!
